1. Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grants

Deadline for Local and State Government Applications for EEBG Formula Funding:  June 25, 2009

Access: Cities with a population of 35,000+, counties with a population of 250,000+, and the top 10 most populated cities and counties in each state apply for formula funds directly to DOE.  Smaller cities and counties are eligible for funding from states’ formula funds.
2. Weatherization Assistance Program

Deadline for State Applications for additional Weatherization:  May 12, 2009

Access: Formula funding to states.  States subgrant to Community Action Agencies and other public or nonprofit entities.
3. State Energy Program







$3.1 billion
States will need to submit an initial application package as specified in the Funding Opportunity Announcement issued by the National Energy Technology Laboratory for the initial disbursement of funds. This deadline has passed.

4. Clean Cities Program

Access: Eligible recipients include states, local governments, and metropolitan transportation authorities in partnership with designated Clean Cities Coalition.

5. Smart Grid  








$4.5 billion

Application Deadline: TBD
Access: Funding is discretionary. Approximately $615 expected for demonstration projects and $100 million for worker training.

6. Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy Research, Development

$2.5 billion
Application Deadline: TBD

Access: Funding is discretionary.

7. Community Development Block Grant





$1 billion

Application Deadline: TBD. Funds remain available until Sept. 30, 2009.  

Access: Funds will be distributed to cities under 2008 CDBG formula. Cities must decide on bids within 120 days from the date the cities receive the funds.  Local agencies responsible for distribution of funds will vary based on location.
8. Neighborhood Stabilization Program





$2 billion
Application Deadline: Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) is due to be issued by HUD on May 1, 2009. ARRA money will start to be available 75 days after HUD issues its guidelines (NOFA), and all applications are due within 150 days.

Access: Competitive grants to states, local government, nonprofits, or consortia of nonprofits.

9. HOME Investment Partnerships






$2.25 billion
Application Deadline: Housing credit agencies must commit at least 25 percent of funds within one year of enactment of ARRA, 75 percent in two years, all funding in three years.  Funds remain available to HUD until Sept. 30, 2009.

Access: Formula grants to States and localities.   Funding distributed to state housing credit agencies based on percentage of HOME funds apportioned to the state. State agencies then distribute competitively to project owners per a qualified allocation plan to owners who receive low income tax credits.

10. Public Housing Capital Fund






$4 billion
Application Deadline: Funds available to public housing agencies within 30 days of enactment of ARRA.  Funds available until Sept. 30, 2009.  On Mar. 18, HUD published process for competitive grants.

Access: $3 billion per formula to public housing authorities; $1 billion in competitive grants to public housing authorities for priority capital improvements and rehabilitation.
11. Homelessness Prevention
Fund






$1.5 billion
Application Deadline: On Mar. 18, HUD published information on grant application procedures.   Applications due within 60 days of Mar. 18.  HUD will complete its review by July 2, 2009 and execute all grants by Sept. 1, 2009.

Access: Formula funding to urban cities, metropolitan counties, and states.  Territories and local government grantees may provide funds for projects operated by their own agencies, other local governments, and private non-profits. State grantees must provide all funds to local governments or private non-profits
12. Assisted Housing Stability and Energy and Green Retrofit Programs

$2.25 billion
Application Deadline: TBD

Access: Formula funding of $2 billion for project-based rental assistance (Section 8) for 12 months.  Competitive grants and loans of $250 million for energy retrofit and green investments in assisted housing under process to be developed by HUD.

13. Transit Capital Assistance 







$6.9 billion

Application Deadline: May 22, 2009 for competitive grants.  Formula funding distributed 21 days after enactment of ARRA.

Access: $100 million in discretionary grants; $5.4 billion to states by formula; $6.77 million to states by another formula; $675 million to states by Growing States formula; $16.9 million set aside for Indian Reservation roads; balance for FTA administration.
14. New Starts 








$750 million
Application Deadline:  TBD
Access: Discretionary grants. Priority given to projects under construction or able to obligate funds within 150 days of enactment of ARRA.  FTA’s proposal on the distribution of these funds is currently under review.
15. Rail Modernization 







$750 million

Application Deadline: TBD.  50 percent of funding must be obligated within 180 days after apportionment and all remaining funds within 1 year of apportionment.
Access: Formula funding to urbanized areas with rail systems in operation for at least seven years.
16. Highway Infrastructure







$27.5 billion
Application Deadline: Funds were apportioned within 21 days after enactment of ARRA.
Access: Formula funding to states; 30 percent within each state suballocated by population formula to Metropolitan Planning Organizations.
17. Competitive Surface Transportation Program 




$1.5 billion

Application Deadline: FHA to release criteria for funding by May 18, 2009.  Applications will be available within 180 days of release of criteria and projects will be selected by Feb. 17, 2010.
Access: Competitive grants to state and local governments and transit agencies.
18. High Speed Rail Corridors and Intercity Rail Passenger Service 


$8 billion

Application Deadline: TBD.  Federal Railroad Administration required to release a strategic plan for use of funds by Apr. 18, 2009.  DOT to release grant guidance by June 17, 2009.
Access:  Grants to projects that support development of intercity high speed rail service.

19. Workforce Investment Act – Adult Program




$500 million

Application Deadline:  TBD
Access: Formula grants to states.  States must allocate 85 percent of funds to local workforce investment boards.  States expected to submit amendments to their WIA state plans to obtain funds.

20. Workforce Investment Act – Youth Program




$1.2 billion

Application Deadline:  TBD
Access: Formula grants to states.
21. Workforce Investment Act – Dislocated Workers




$1.25 billion

Application Deadline:  TBD
Access: Formula grants to states.  States allocate funds to local workforce investment boards by formula prescribed by governor.
22. Green Jobs Training Grants






$500 million

Application Deadline: TBD (expected in late summer or early fall 2009)
Access: Competitive grant process, likely for nonprofits and state and local governments, according to guidelines to be released by DOL.

23. Job Corps









$250 million

Application Deadline: Funds available for obligation immediately and available until June 30, 2010.

Access: Funds to be used for construction, rehabilitation, and acquisition of Job Corps centers.
24. AmeriCorps








$89 million
Application Deadline:
Access: $89 million for AmeriCorps state and national grantees, $65 million for AmeriCorps VISTA, and $40 million for National Service Trust

25. Clean Water and Drinking Water Grants and Loans



$6 billion

Application Deadline: Mar. 24, 2009 to get projects on the Clean Water State Revolving Fund Project Priority List and May 1, 2009 for applications; Feb. 27 for Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund pre-applications

Access: $4 billion in clean water grants and loans through Clean Water State Revolving Funds; $2 billion in grants and loans to assist public water systems in achieving or maintaining compliance with the Safe Drinking Water Act.

26. Brownfields








$100 million

Application Deadline: Apr. 20, 2009

Access: Competitive grants through the USEPA Brownfields Assessment, Revolving Loan Fund, and Clean Grants programs to assess and remediate brownfield sites and for revolving loans and job training programs.

27. Hazardous Substance Superfund






$600 million

Application Deadline: TBD

Access: Funding is discretionary.  Funds would be for the long-term clean up of abandoned hazardous toxic waste sites.

28. Clean Diesel Reduction Program






$300 million

Application Deadlines: 

Apr. 28, 2009 for National Clean Diesel Funding Assistance Program

May 5, 2009 for National Clean Diesel Emerging Technology Program

Apr. 28 ,2009 for Smart Way Clean Diesel Finance Program

Access: Competitive grants and loans through the National Clean Diesel Campaign to help regional, state, and local governments, tribal agencies, and non-profit organizations with projects that reduce diesel emissions.
